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Forensic community mental health nursing (FCMHN) integrates law, psychiatry, and 
community treatment to support offenders who are mentally disordered and promote social 
reintegration. With the advancement of forensic psychiatry, the implementation of custodial 
protection in community, and mandatory community treatment, forensic community mental 
health nurses play a pivotal role in risk assessment, continuity of care, and community support. 
Forensic community mental health nursing necessitates continued advancement through 
specialized training, the development of nursing standards, and robust policy support, to 
enhance nursing practices, ensure patients receiving appropriate care, and promote their 
recovery and social reintegration.
